FuneraL CosTt Aib FRom FEMA

Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) has begun accepting applications
for its program to assist families with the
financial expenses of funerals for COVID-
19 related deaths.

FEMA's COVID-19 Funeral Assistance
program will reimburse individuals and
households for COVID-19 related funeral
expenses incurred between Jan. 20, 2020
and December 2020 to help ease some of the
financial stress and burden caused by the
pandemic.

The program is funded with $2 billion from
the Coronavirus Response and Relief
Supplemental Appropriations Act of 2021
and the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021.
FEMA says assistance is limited to a
maximum of $9,000 per funeral and a
maximum of $35,500 per application.
